Principal’s Report:
· Thank you to the PTA for Teacher Apprec Week, Clean up Days, School Play
· ARP Esser Grant (American Rescue Plan Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief Fund)
· WHS will receive 100k each year for the next 3 years on specific priorities as outlined by the grant (Strong Foundation in Early Learning, High Achievement for All learners, Development of the whole child, Preparation for College, Career and Life, Unwavering Commitment to Equity, Growth and Progress
· To strengthen family and community connections- Ms Clarino shared google form for suggestions. All suggestions welcome- ice cream socials, community workshop on difficult conversations, new traditions or bring back old ones, etc. Parent University at our school, 
· Timeline for decisions- by May 24 WHS is to present the plan for how we are going to spend the money.  
· Rhonda: Since SPMT is no longer functioning, who decides? MMG: SPMT will be back next year (schools had discretion to take on what they felt they could), we’ve kept SSST and other committees, For this, our leadership team with input from stakeholders will make the decision. 
· Teachers from Quinnipiac and X will add teachers to other NHPSs. 
· This year gave sketch journals to all students (one small example of way some additional $$ was spent). 
· Veronica: Will there be committees and who is on the LT? MMG: Yes, there will be committees that will be standing for the next 3 years, LT consists of: Mr Miller, Ms Ladoor, Mrs. Rose, We were made aware of this money on Thursday evening. 
· William: Is the first 100K for right now or next school year? MMG: For next school year but we have to have a plan now. 
· Veronica: Glad to see Unwavering Commitment to Equity and Inclusion. We should reach out to leaders who do know how to do it when one doesn’t know how to do it. 
Treasurer’s Report: William Hawkins reports:  Balance a little under 60k. Flower Fundraiser was 874, Contributions from 2 restaurants, spent 39k more than we’ve taken in this year. Need the ASP back in order to continue to fund everything at current/previous levels.
New Business: 
· Archie Moore Fundraiser: They will be hosting a monthly Dine/Take Out fundraiser for WHS. Families receive 10% off if they show the flyer and AM’s will donate 10% of the profits to the PTA with a $300 minimum donation  
· ASP (Claire Rowe) Vicki asked if there will be ASP next year- Yes, in some form, but more info to come soon!
· March Minutes approved unanimously (have to approve April’s next month)
· Nominations and Elections (Claire Rowe): Peter President, Vicki Secretary, William Treasurer, Still time to nominate. Teacher Rep- Alden, Rose, Shortt; have to join the PTA in order to run, Ackerman: two reps one for LS and one for US, how to do the Teacher Rep. Smallest year for the PTA membership, could look differently, Veronica: Had VP for Advocacy, what happened?- no one ran  for it last year.
· Funding for Grade Level End of Yr Activities (MMG): End of Yr activities budget not included in budget this year so asking for $$. Two poetry celebrations, 3 Field Days planned, Wax Museum for 3rd Grade, 8th grade has missed out on a lot. June 10 planning an outdoor social for them with  pizza truck, yard games, DJ, other activities- cost about $1200, 7th and 8th will have virtual field trip to Broadway play and food truck (1500), 5th and 6th go to Paradise Country Club (650), other grades give autonomy to let them plan something special (200 each)   - J. Light brought up idea of separating out the 8th grade funding from the other classes so teacher could submit more detailed proposals. Concern expressed due to timing, not realistic. Motion made to pass the 5k spending, motion passed 11 to 1. 
· Reconvening gardening committee (Claire Roosien)- raised money through the flower fundraiser, some of it would be used to beautify the school yard- Vicki: two K parents are interested,
· Funding for over the summer (Kaleb)- to approve at the next meeting. Volunteers to assemble the ideas and come back next month with a written proposal,
